Note: Beginning January 1, 2023, Private Protective Services, after consulting with officials
from Permitium and the DPS Controller’s Office, began a new Permitium revenue deposit
procedure. Previously, revenue collected by Permitium was deposited into the Board’s account
on a weekly basis. This meant staff from PPS, Permitium, the Controller’s Office, and the
Budget Office were executing and verifying more than 100 deposits (at least 52 for the PPSB and
at least 52 for the ASLB) each year. The frequency of deposits, combined with the manual data
entry it requires, was found to be error-prone. Therefore, to reduce the liklihood of such errors,
deposits will occur only once per month. This will cause the Board’s revenue and fund balance
to experience greater fluctuations on a month-to-month basis, as depicted in the budget graphics
below. Revenue deposits will occur the month following when the revenue is collected. For
example, Permitium revenue collected in February 2023 will be deposited into the Board’s
account no later than March 10, 2023.
